Regular Board Meeting
Mon., February 10, 2014

The meeting was called to order at 7:30pm. Present were Rich Brandl, Matt
Shinkus, Mary DeYoung, Karen Teliszczak and Public Works Director Bill Henning
was absent. The minutes were read from the January meeting. Matt Shinkus moved
to approve the minutes as read with one correction—Dale Albrecht was nominated
to the Fire Board subject to approval by the Village Board. Rich Brandl seconded the
motion. Motion carried by 2-0 vote.

The culvert on S & D Townline Road was discussed. We need to invite the three
homeowners involved to the meeting in March to explain why and where we will
be installing a new culvert.

Mary moved to approve to send up to three people to the Board of Review
training in March, seconded by Matt. Motion carried by 3-0 vote.

Fire Chief Bruce VanderVeen was present. He talked about needing to gain more
people. We have 2 new EMTs.

The termination letter for Lifequest was discussed. Matt moved to have the Fire
& Rescue Department send a letter to Lifequest terminating their services,
seconded by Mary, motion carried by 3-0 vote.

There was discussion on needing a new non-employee usage policy of the Fire
Department Building. Matt moved to have a new non-employee usage of the
building policy drawn up to include limiting access to equipment bays and
fitness equipment to employees only. The meeting room will still be accessible
to public groups. Mary seconded the motion, motion carried by 3-0 vote. Some
of the language in the new Fire Contract needs some additional language and
some needs to be cleaned up and clarified. There also needs to be a disciplinary
policy set in place. The tanker needs a new gear driven valve. It has an old
butterfly valve right now. It will cost $500-$1100 to fix.

The snow fence in Allen’s Grove was discussed. The fence was put up by the
snowmobilers, not Russell Hart. We would like to thank him for his cooperation
in this matter.

There was a 2012 personal property bill paid in error by GE Services. They
would now like their money refunded as the personal property was ag use which
is tax exempt. They have sent in all the proper paper work. Mary moved to
approve the refund of $811.53, seconded by Matt, motion carried by 3-0 vote.
The letter to the Railroad about Peters Road Bridge was discussed. The language
was discussed and revised. The Clerk will re-type the letter and send it to all
Board members. Matt moved to have the Board members look at the revised
letter and if all approve, have Rich take it to the Town lawyer for approval and
content. Mary seconded the motion, motion carried by 3-0 vote. We need to
send the letter certified to the Railroad, Kevin Lucht and Frank Huntington at
DOT.



Reports
Chairman—there will be a Tri-County Meeting on February 19t, the County hired a

new HR Director and we need to check the road budgets due to all the snowplowing
this winter.

Clerk/Treasurer—tax collections are complete: $58000 in delinquent taxes; there
will be no February primary elections for us; we received a letter of renewal for our
insurance; the calls for service for January was read; the Clerk sold the old tri-fold
machine to the Village of Rio for $50; special meeting was cancelled due to cold
weather.

Public Works Director—Rick Getka reported that they plowed 27 out of 30 days in
January; #5 truck’s oil pressure line needed fixing; the grader had starting issues;
they started pushing back some of the large snow banks on Cemetery, Stateline and
Shadys Roads; they will be working on more in the coming weeks; a truck knocked
down the street sign and pole on S & D Townline and County X while trying to turn
onto County X; a police report was filed and we will send them a bill for the
replacement; we had to pull Town of Walworth truck out of a ditch.

The bills were presented and reviewed. Mary moved to approve the bills as
presented, seconded by Matt, motion carried by 3-0 vote.

At 9:45pm Matt moved to adjourn to closed session, in accordance with Wis. State
Statute 19.85(1)(c) seconded by Mary, motion carried by 3-0 voice roll call vote. The
meeting was adjourned to closed session. At 10:25pm, Matt moved to go back into
open session, seconded by Mary, motion carried by 3-0 vote. No action was taken as
the result of closed session.

Matt moved to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Mary, motion carried by 3-0 vote.
Meeting adjourned at 10:30pm.
