      General Information
· The Town has a building inspector.  You must call him before you start building.  He is Jerry Anderson of CSI of Wisconsin. He will inspect new one or two-family residences, additions and any new sheds, pole barn, barns, garages, etc. effective July 1, 2017.  Please contact him at 262-903-4221.  See the Building Inspection Ordinance located on our website for more details.
· The Town has a culvert/driveway ordinance.  It mandates specific dimensions for the installation of new culverts. 
A culvert application is required & approval is needed before any construction of the culvert may begin.  All driveway culverts must be at least 30 ft. in length, any field entrances must be at least 40 ft. in length.   

· We have a tax payment drop box located outside at the Town Hall next to the clerk’s office entrance.  

· Don’t forget recycling at Town Hall the second & fourth Saturday of each month from 9am to 11am.
· Dumpster Day will again be tentatively scheduled for the spring.  Watch the newspapers and our website 
for details.
